They were curious as to the stone on Anstey Common inscribed “Froude
Hancock 1865 - 1933” with reference to “from 500 of his friends”. Unfortunately, we were

The memorial was put on Anstey
Common 2 years after his death
on a spot where Philip regularly
watched the local hunts.

Philip Froude Hancock who
was born in Wellington,
Somerset and was one of 10
brothers - five of whom played
rugby for Somerset. His father
was William Hancock a renown
brewer from Wiveliscombe.

L Philip and his brother Frank

were selected and played at
international rugby union -

Philip a forward, was caped
in 1891 and 1896.
